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Cognito Motorsports, Inc. emergency brake cable extension 

kit for 2011-present GM 2500HD, 3500HD 
 
Introduction 
 
- Installation requires a qualified mechanic. 
- Read instructions carefully and study the pictures (if included) before attempting installation. 
- Check the parts and hardware packages against the parts list to assure that your kit is 

complete.   
- Always wear safety glasses when using power tools. Some cutting is required. 
 
Parts List 
 
- 1713 cable housing retainer bracket 
- (2) M6x1.0 hex nut 
- M6x1.0 coupling nut 
- M6x1.0 all thread, 3.3/4” long 
 
Installation Instructions 
 
1. The emergency brake cable adjuster is located on the outside of the frame rail on the driver 

side, at the point roughly where the back of the cab meets the bed. If you are installing this 
kit, by now you probably know where this is. If at full droop of the rear tires, the e-brake 
cable is too short, then you need to install this kit to move the cable housing rearward. See 
Figure 1 for a picture of the cable and adjuster in stock form.

2. The adjuster nut must be removed, measure the amount of thread of the stud hanging out 

before removing the adjuster nut, as this is the amount it will need to be threaded back onto 
the extension piece. Once apart, un-fasten the cable housing retainer cap from the frame tab, 
it simply has a couple clips shown in Figure 2 that need to be pressed in to pop out of the 
frame hole.

3. This cable housing end cap will move rearward to the next frame tab. Back the cable out of 

the original hole, pass it thru the large hole of the 1713 bracket included, then thru the slot in 
the next rearward frame tab. Transfer mark the small hole, then drill a ¼” hole in the frame 
and bolt the 1713 bracket to the frame as shown in Figure 3.

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4. Now thread one of the supplied hex nuts onto the cable threaded adjuster end. Then thread 

the supplied coupling nut onto the cable threaded end up to the half way point in the coupler 
nut. Then thread the other supplied hex nut onto the supplied threaded rod, and thread the rod 
half way into the other end of the coupler nut. Now jam the 2 nuts against the coupler. See 
Figure 4 

 
5. Re-assemble the newly extended cable into the adjuster and thread the stock adjuster nut on. 

Check the e-brake adjustment by applying the brake, it should get tight toward the bottom of 
the stroke of the pedal. If not adjust accordingly. See Figure 4

Also excluded from this warrant are sales 
outside of the United States of America.  Alterations to the finish of the parts including but not limited to painting, powder 
coating, plating, and/or welding will void all warranties.  Cognito Motorsports obligation under this warranty is limited to the 
repair or replacement, at Cognito Motorsports option of the defective product.  Any and all costs of removal, installation or re-
installation, freight charges, incidental or consequential damages are expressly excluded from this warranty. 

  This warranty excludes the following items: bushings, bumpstops, tie-rod ends, limiting straps, and hiem joints.  
These parts are subject to wear and are not considered defective when worn.  They are warranted for 60 days of purchase for 
defects in workmanship.  Cognito Motorsports suspension components must be installed as a complete system.  Any substitutions 
or exemptions of required components will immediately void the warranty.  Some finish damage may happen to parts during 
shipping and is not covered under warranty.  This warranty shall not apply to any product that had been subject to accident, 
negligence, alteration, abuse, or misuse.  Cognito Motorsports does not warrant products not manufactured by Cognito 
Motorsports. Cognito Motorsports reserves the right to supersede, discontinue, or change the design, finish, part number and/or 
application of parts when deemed necessary by Cognito Motorsports without written notice, and in the sole and absolute 
discretion of Cognito Motorsports. 
 
Warranty Claims 
 
All warranty claims must be submitted through the original company of purchase. All claims must be shipped back to the original 
company of purchase with an approved RMA number listed as a reference on the shipping label and clearly printed on two 
opposing sides of the package(s); product in question must be inspected by Cognito Motorsports before replacement parts are 
shipped out. 
 
Return Policy 
 
Cognito Motorsports has a no refund return policy. Under special circumstances, returns might be accepted with prior written 
approval.  All returned product will be shipped freight prepaid.  Product returned is subject to a 25% restocking fee.  No returns 
will be accepted after 30 days upon receipt of product.    
 
Product Consumer Safety and Warning
